Community? 

A Heart Safe Community 

promotes education about 

sudden cardiac arrest and trains 

people in CPR, plus the use of an 

AED (automated external 

defibrillator). 

The Minnesota 

Department of 

Health sponsors 

this program. 

Andover may 

earn the desig- 

nation by train- 

ing 5% of our residents in 

compression only CPR (hands 

only) and AED use, mapping 

public AEDs, plus meeting other 

criteria. Program website: 

Department of Health. The City 

Council voted to support 

becoming a Heart Safe 

Community in February 2016.  

Where are the AEDs? 

AED locations in Andover are 

displayed on this MAP. Most AEDS 

are located in fitness clubs, 

daycares, schools, churches and 

public buildings. Local businesses 

are being encouraged to purchase 

and place an AED in a public area.  

The Andover Football and 

Andover Husky Youth Hockey 

Associations have donated five 

AEDs to public spaces, including 

parks, the community center and 

ice arena. Notice the new wall 

cabinets containing AEDs in the 

hallways of buildings at Station 

North and Sunshine Park. A 

checkout AED is available at the 

community center arena desk.  

 

Why is This Important? 

Sudden Cardiac Arrest is a 

condition in which the heart stops 

suddenly without warning. Cardio- 

vascular events, including cardiac 

arrest, are the second leading 

cause of death in Minnesota 

according to the Department of 

Health. Victims are more likely to 

survive if bystanders begin hands’ 

only CPR while waiting for 

emergency services, and use an 

AED, if available. Many Heart Safe 

Communities say, “Don’t Wait for 

the Help, Be the Help!”

Community Partners 

Allina coordinated a donation of 

training mannequins and AEDs 

from the Mercy/Unity Hospital 

Foundation. Heart Safe Coon 

Rapids is guiding the Andover 

Team in implementing the 

program. The Anoka County 

Sheriff’s Office provides adminis-

trative support, recordkeeping 

and training assistance. The 

Andover Fire Department, City 

Council- members and community 

volunteers provide training 

support. 

What About Liability?   

Minnesota’s Good Samaritan Law 

protects bystanders from liability 

when they perform CPR and use 

an AED. See MN Statutes 604A.01.
